From the April 3, 1990 Philadelphia Inquirer
obit: “George Strawbridge, 80, Stockbroker, avid
golfer,... was a slim dapper man, known for his
immaculate dress and immense charm in the
corporate board room at Janney, Montgomery Scott,
Inc., where he was a senior vice-president and
director. ‘He was one of the finest gentlemen [ ever
knew,” said Norman Wilde, president of the firm.
‘He was the embodiment of what everybody else
would like to be...probably the most popular person
we have had in this office’... .

“On weekends, Mr. Strawbridge, a former
amateur steeplechase rider, was usually out golfing.
And when he wasn’t, he could be found behind the
wheel of his green John Deere tractor, wearing a
green John Deere baseball cap as he mowed his
lawn. He had a thing for lawnmowers. ‘He loved
them,” his son said, ‘he loved to mow and get
things tidy’. And when his tractor broke down, Mr.
Strawbridge took particular delight in fixing 1t
himself.

“ ‘He had endless charm and endless humor’,
said his son George, Jr. ‘At home, he was the
consummate gentleman, always considerate, patient
and polite, and just so thoughtful.” ”
