Prof. Greenstein is a distinguished
presidential historian, having writ-
ten several books on the topic and
serving as the Director of the Re-
search Program in Leadership
Studies at the Woodrow Wilson
School of Public and International
Affairs.  He is the author or editor
of eight books on the presidency,
and a Fellow of the American
Academy of Arts and Science.  He
is also the past President of the
International Society for Political
Psychology.  Professor Green-
stein's most recent publication is
"The Presidential Difference:
Leadership Style from FDR to
Clinton", a study of the political
impacts of the U.S. Presidents
since Franklin Delano Roosevelt.
He has been offering this very
thought-provoking talk to various
alumni groups on the leadership
style of various presidents, in-
cluding George Bush.  The talk
